Basic building block of Angular app



import { Component } from '@angular/core';

@Component({

selector: 'app-root',

templateUrl: './app.component.html',

styleUrls: ['./app.component.css']

})

export class AppComponent {

title = 'my-app';

}

Angular Component



● Represents application 
features

● Application domain / User 
workflow

● Component containers

Module

Cohesive block of single functionality



import { NgModule } from '@angular/core';

import { BrowserModule } from '@angular/platform-browser';

import { AppComponent } from './app.component';

@NgModule({

declarations: [AppComponent],

imports: [BrowserModule],

bootstrap: [AppComponent]

})

export class AppModule { }

Angular Module



● Delegated by components
● Contains business logic
● Dependency injection 

mechanism (Angular DI)

Service

Handle complex tasks



● Node.js (any LTS version)
● npm (bundled with Node.js)
● Visual Studio Code

Development prerequisites

Required software tools





● Cross-platform
● Rich collection of tools
● Easy to get started
● Used internally by Google
